Motivator is a Thoroughbred racehorse, winner of the 2005 
Epsom Derby. 
 
Motivator©s best performance as a two-year-old came in the 
2004 Group One Racing Post Trophy at Doncaster 
Racecourse. He started his three-year-old campaign with an 
impressive victory in the Dante Stakes at York Racecourse 
and enjoyed his finest moment when romping home to an 
easy success in the Epsom Derby at Epsom Downs 
Racecourse. Motivator subsequently started warm favourite 
for the Eclipse Stakes at Sandown Park but fast ground 
contributed to a surprise defeat at the hands of Oratorio. 
 
Following a break, Motivator reappeared in the Irish 
Champion Stakes at Leopardstown Racecourse, but again 
had to settle for second place behind Oratorio. �³

 
His final race came at Longchamp Racecourse in Paris, France in October when he ran fifth in the 2005 Prix de 
l©Arc de Triomphe behind winner, Hurricane Run. He was scheduled to compete in the Breeders© Cup but came 
up lame and was retired to stud duty. 
 
The future looks very bright for Motivator, with his first crop of three-year-olds excelling on the racecourse in 
2009.  These results are even more exciting considering that due to injury Motivator has a first crop only half 
the size of his contemporaries.

Pollenator  

The three-year-old Richard Hannon-trained filly, Pollenator, 
from the first crop of Motivator, ended a progressive juvenile 
season with a half-length victory over subsequent Group One 
scorer Hibaayeb in the Group Two May Hill Stakes at 
Doncaster’ s St Leger meeting in September. 

Members of the Royal Ascot Racing Club are set to bid for a 
second Classic victory at Epsom Downs with Pollenator, one of 
77 entries revealed on Thursday for the £350,000 Group One 
Investec Oaks on Friday, June 4. 

Harry Herbert, Racing Manager of the Royal Ascot Racing 
Club, reported today: “Pollenator looks in very good form at 
the moment and she is coming to hand very quickly. She 
showed plenty of speed in her juvenile campaign but you 
would have to think that she will better going further.

In addition to Pollenator, the Royal Ascot Racing Club could 
also be dreaming of Classic glory at Epsom Downs with 
Prompter, who holds an entry in the £1.25 million Investec 
Derby on Saturday, June 5. 
 
The Michael Bell-trained colt, who is also by Motivator, 
became his sire’s first winner when comfortably taking a 
Chester maiden at the start of August prior to disappointing 
when coming home sixth in the Group Three Solario Stakes at 
Sandown later the same month. 
 
Herbert continued: “Prompter has done very well but he is 
more wintry than some of the other colts at Michael’s yard and 
he is taking his time to come to hand in terms of his coat. 
 
“He was a fine horse last year - you could see that he had 
every chance of developing over the winter - and he has 
certainly done that. Hayley gave him a very clever ride in the 
Autumn Stakes and it looked like she had stolen the race but 
Morana nabbed him. 

 
“We are really excited about him. He’s a lovely horse but we have to find out whether he is up to the standard of 
the Investec Derby.”

She is the first foal out of Haute Volta (Grape Tree Road), a 
half-sister to seven winners including the National Stakes (Gr.1)

Super Motiva is now unbeaten in two runs, and she is the second

Saturday, 20 February 2010: Star Witness emerged as 
Australia;s newest Group One star when he stormed 
home for an awesome win in the $1 million Blue 
Diamond Stakes (1200m) at Caulfield. 

 
A $150,000 purchase for trainer Danny O©Brien at last 
year©s Magic Millions Gold Coast Yearling Sale, Star 
Witness has won all three of his starts to date on three 
different Melbourne tracks and is now one of racing©s 
most valuable prospects. 

 

Despite jumping from an outside barrier, covering extra 
ground and wobbling around the final turn, Star Witness 
produced one of the biggest finishes in Caulfield©s Group 
One history to win.

"It©s very exciting - not much went right for him," a jubilant O©Brien said.  "He wobbled on the corner and was 
virtually last when they straightened. 
 
"I©ve got a lot of confidence in this colt. He does things that only top class horses can do." 
 
"I think he©s better than just the average two-year-old who can win the Blue Diamond. Hopefully we©ve got a very 
exciting horse to race on next year. 
 
"He©s well above average. I think he©s a colt with a huge future." 
 
O©Brien ruled out a trip to Sydney to contest the Group One Golden Slipper Stakes - a race dominated in recent 
years by Magic Millions graduates. 
 
"He©s not even entered. If he runs again it will be in the VRC Sires© Produce and then he©ll be going to the 
paddock and looking forward to the spring."

O©Brien trained Star Witness© dam Leone Chiara during her 
career as well as other members of the illustrious Alma Vale 
family. 
 
"We©ve had a lot of success with the family. Her (Leone 
Chiara, dam) full brother Ferocity won the Ascot Vale Stakes 
and this bloke looks like being the best of the lot." 
 
The result of the race was a great advertisement for the 
sponsor, Arrowfield Stud. Arrowfield stands Star Witness© sire 
Starcraft as well as Redoute©s Choice who sired both minor 
placegetters.

"Traditionally the Blue Diamond isn©t a race we have many runners in and this year Star Witness was our only 
runner," Chester pointed out. 
 
"To win a Blue Diamond Stakes is a great advertisement for Magic Millions in Victoria. 
 
"The win was a great result for renowned Queensland breeder Ken Turner from Alma Vale Bloodstock - he©s 
bred some outstanding horses out of the same family and Star Witness is a great advertisement for his property." 
 
With three wins from an many runs under his belt, Star Witness has shot his earnings to over $700,000.

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Flying filly Chance Bye into Slipper  
 
27 February 2010.  The flying filly Chance Bye overcame an outside barrier to claim a strong win in the 
Sydney Turf Club’s feature $200,000, Group Two, Franklins Supermarket Silver Slipper Stakes (1100m) before a 
crowd of 7145 patrons at Rosehill on Saturday.  
 
The win was essential for the dreams of trainer and co-owner 
Michael Tubman, and  fellow owner Jim Knight, to gain 
sufficient prizemoney for the entry list for the $3.5m, Group 
One, AAMI Golden Slipper (1200m), and also to pay the 
$150,000 late entry fee for the race. 

All of this was accomplished after jockey Kathy O’Hara sent 
the small Snitzel filly forward the moment the gates opened 
and they had the race in their grasp from that moment. Their 
next move was also vital when at the top of the straight, with 
Chance Bye cruising, O’Hara asked her to step up again and 
the filly sped 2L in front. 

The break has the chasers in trouble. The second placed 
Intertidal faltered, and then it was not until the final 100m 
that Ambers Waltz (Danehill Dancer) and Corey Brown came 
from the field, and then Zutara (Encosta de Lago) and Nash 
Rawiller, and then Divorces who was last at the top of the 
straight.

All three made serious runs for the future, although the margins favoured the winner at face value.“She was short 
of a run today. We are in it (the Slipper) and they are in trouble. She is getting better all the time,”  he 
said.Tubman said that Chance Bye would not run again before the Golden Slipper at Rosehill on April 3rd, but 
that he would give her a trial to ensure that the filly was ‘150%’ for the race. The trainer said that the only 
worries he had throughout the race was ‘my nerves not seeing what I was believing’ .

“She is obviously an exciting type filly but what about the 
job that Michael has done with her. He said she was a good 
thing and it is not easy to keep a two-year-old,”  said O’Hara. 

“She is very, very fast and she gets to the front and then 
coasts and then pricks her ears. She did it pretty comfortably 
today and she is still soft, but it was perfect today. She can 
run out the 1200m no worries,”  she said.
